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RESPONSIBLE MANAGEMENT EDUCATION

In the past decade advances in climate science and pressure to widen the responsibilities of corporations to take account of sustainability issues has seen business schools increasingly including CSR related subjects across the curriculum. The world financial crisis renewed calls for a more ‘responsible’ approach to financial services and the recent change in government heralds a coalition with a renewed emphasis on fairness and justice at a policy level.
Perhaps these events partly explain why the number of UK signatories to UN PRiME has now risen to 29. Out of a total of 113 recognised business schools in the UK this represents a significant minority in itself; but an examination of the participants reveals that most of the leading business school have thought it appropriate to be part of this movement. Many others are looking on with interest.
With the 2nd UN PRiME Global Forum being held in late June this event combines a series of presentations appropriate for a range of academics. Whether you are a Dean contemplating the implications of signing up or concerned with accreditation issues; a programme leader charged with curriculum development; or someone already involved in CSR teaching and/or research, there is something here for you.
This event follows up the very successful similar event held here last summer when participants commented on the great value in sharing views and practice with colleagues from different institutions. Therefore, the programme is designed to allow as much time for discussion as possible. Presentations will be no more than 15 minutes in duration with room for debate and discussion.
